                                                                             From the Pastor  

   This past week the parish Board of Education offered a contract to Lyndsay Petersen to serve as our new Coordinator of Faith Formation, 
and she accepted.  Lyndsay has been a life-long parishioner and lives at Parkersburg with her husband Josh and daughter Halie.  You may have 
heard her playing the piano at a parish liturgy.  She brings skills of organization and communication to this position, as well as a strong faith and 
dedicated spirit.  This fall she plans to enroll at Loras College to begin studies towards a master’s degree in theology.  In the future, as she gains 
training and experience with added duties (such as RCIA), according to diocesan specifications she would then be referred to as a Director of 
Faith Formation (a role we now name as Director of Religious Education, DRE).   
 We are shifting from language such as “CCD” and “religious education”  to “ faith formation”  in an effort to more accurately describe our 
catechetical ministry of forming the whole person.  “CCD” is a term that has become outdated as most folks don’ t even know what it means.  
“Religious education”  seems to focus more on intellectual elements. “Faith formation”  best captures our endeavor to form the entire person – 
knowledge and practice of our faith. 
 We welcome Lyndsay to this role at our parish and assure her of our support and prayers.  She will introduce herself at parish Masses in 
July.  Thankfully she comes into catechetical and youth ministry processes that are strong and fruitful due to the wonderful ministry of Ann 
Nicklaus Schmelzer.  Be sure to come to her farewell on June 30.

�  The annual convocation of pr iests was fruitful.  We considered elements of sound human formation and healthy relationships. 
�  We had an enjoyable bus tr ip to Cedar Rapids last week.  Thanks to Nancy Woodley for coordinating the event. 
�  Many of you participated in the Information Session on the new church last week. We are grateful for your input and interest. 
�  The par ish center  (house) in Reinbeck has been sold.  Thankfully we received a good price and sold the home to a nice buyer.  The 

church in Reinbeck remains for sale. 
�  St. Mary, Dike closing Mass will be at 10 am on Sunday, June 24 with Archbishop Hanus as the celebrant. 
�  The parish board of ed met last week.  Julie Grunklee will serve as chair, Sue Hayek as vice-chair, and Sue Jansen as secretary. 
�  Registration mater ials for faith formation (CCD) can be found on our parish website.  Please complete them and return to us. 
�  The building committee met last week for four hours – God bless our members for their generosity in serving.  We discussed the 

placement of an exterior cross on the tower of the church (attached to the front “ face”  of the building to avoid leaks on the roof).  A 
parishioner may be able to fashion the cross.  This addition will give our church a more traditional look as most churches have an exterior 
cross.  With this change, the big window in the tower would change from being a round head window to being a circular or rose window –
again, another traditional feature.  The committee further discussed the possibility of geo-thermal heating and cooling as well.  We plan to 
put this out as an alternate for the bidding process.  We were told a construction trailer will be placed at the site next week and ground will 
then start moving.  The liturgical space subcommittee will be meeting to consider samples of flooring and paint.  The kitchen committee 
offered an excellent report regarding desires for placement of sinks, outlets, drains, etc.  We also hope to have a movable island from the 
kitchen that can be used as a serving table as well as a self-storing “cart”  for such use.  Due to a limited budget, we expect to bring 
appliances already owned by the parish at our various sites.
