From the Pastor 
This week the real estate committee met to review progress on the sale of the church at Reinbeck.  Thankfully there are a couple of interested 

parties, but no offers have been received.  We were happy to receive a call with interest in purchasing the bare land at our cemetery there.  Pray for 
progress!  The parish also sold an acreage that was donated through the capital campaign.  We are grateful for such generosity.   

As we look forward to the completion of St. Gabriel Church at the end of this year, the committee believes it is time for us to advertise the 
parish property at Grundy Center.  Potential buyers need time to make plans and formulate offers.  The committee advises us that should the church 
property at Reinbeck and Grundy Center both be sold before the new church is completed, that we make arrangements to maintain worship at one of 
those sites until we move. 

While the church and rectory at Grundy Center could be sold separately, we hope to sell them together.  Such a sale would eliminate the need 
for surveying and maintain the integrity of the site.  The tunnel underground could be collapsed or closed, but leaving it intact would be more 
favorable.  We have received inquiries from two parties about the property already and plan to make two more contacts ourselves.  Signs will be 
posted in front of the buildings indicating they are for sale.  Ads will also appear in local publications.   

After discussion and consideration of the assessed values of the facilities, the committee advised a listing price of $295,000.  The rectory has 
2,585 square feet in the upper level including three bedrooms, three bathrooms, a den, office, laundry room, dining room, living room, kitchen, 
three season porch, and 2 car attached garage.  Flooring was updated in 2004 and the roof was replaced last fall.  The basement has 6 rooms and a 
mechanical room.  The church measures 2,453 square feet in the upper level.  Possession of contents to be negotiated.  The lower level includes a 
kitchen that was renovated in 2001.  There are 4 zoned heating and cooling units.  The parking area south of the church and rectory and west of the 
rectory will be sold as well.  While the church is zoned residential, a change would typically not be difficult. 

Interested parties may contact me or John Schuller.  May St. Joseph, head of the Holy Family, intercede for us.
